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estled on a wooded and beautifully landscaped 117 acres in Covington, Louisiana, just north
of New Orleans, Christwood is dedicated to expanding the possibilities and making life better
for older adults in every way.

Our not-for-profit Life Plan Community, also known as a continuing care retirement community, offers
independent living as well as personalized care services, including assisted living, cognitive memory care,
acute care and long term care services. Over the years, Christwood has expanded its mission to provide
services to the greater Northshore community. The Community Center at Christwood is a complete health,
fitness and wellness center that also features a full-service spa. At Your Service by Christwood is a new division
of Christwood, providing home maintenance services to Christwood residents and those 55+ in the greater
Northshore community.Christwood Companion Services provides care to Christwood residents and
individuals age 55+ living in the greater Northshore community in the comfort of their own homes.

In the early 1980s, Reverend Stephen Holzhalb, then rector of Christ Episcopal Church in Covington,
proposed the idea of Christwood to his vestry. With their enthusiastic support and assistance, a feasibility
study was launched.

After establishing the need for a Northshore retirement community that would offer a vibrant, secure
lifestyle for older adults, the vestry hired Christwood’s first Executive Director, Jack Lohman, and opened
the community’s doors in May of 1996.

The following year, the Christwood Foundation was established as a not-for-profit, 501 (c) (3) organization
with a mission of benefiting Christwood and its residents through philanthropic support.

Today, in its 26th year, under the leadership of Steve Holzhalb, who serves as Executive Officer, and with
the guidance of a 16-member volunteer Board of Directors, Christwood offers concierge living, resort-style
amenities, convenient services and easy access to healthcare to more than 250 residents.

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" Premiere Corridor Refurb

When considering the design features and palette for the corridor
refurbishment project, the goal was to achieve a look that would

be both residential and elegant and one that would allow a smooth
transition from the Premiere Commons into the residential area. The
previous design from 1996 was based on a bold jewel toned color
scheme that was popular at the time, while current color preferences
are more subdued and softer.

To place an emphasis on each residential doorway and give the apartment entrances more visibility and
definition, a 3"trim millwork was installed surrounding the outer doorways, painted in a lighter tone that
matches the chair rail. Newly installed recessed lighting created more even light throughout and was

complimented by handsome wall sconces in intervals along the corridors, with smaller sconces installed
at each apartment entrance. New handrails matching the handrails in the commons area were installed

on both sides of the corridor.

Comfortable furnishings were selected for each center court to provide a place to gather and visit. All the
work was done by an experienced team from McMath Construction, who provided first hand experience
with our policies, protocols, and having worked extensively with residents put them in a favorable position as
they were known also by residents, having done many projects, most recently in Atrium in the combining
of two apartments into one.

From its founding, Christwood has been a pet-friendly
community, allowing and encouraging residents to enjoy
their pets in appropriate areas of the campus. The bond
between humans and some domesticated animals is a
strong one, and the loss of a pet can be devastating.

To help assuage the pain of loss of a pet and to help preserve its memory, Christwood created a special
spot this past year to accommodate the cremated remains of deceased pets. It is located across the pond
from the Community Center veranda, at the Resting Tree, where the “singing” chimes sound. This beautiful
spot, marked by a multi-trunked oak, has been prepared with sinker cypress boards upon which can
be placed plaques engraved with names of the pets and their owners and desired dates.

According to the mission statement of the Resting Tree Memorial Garden, “The Garden will provide a
place of solitude and connection on campus to acknowledge loss and hope and to provide as place to
inter the ashes of those pets with whom we've shared a portion of our lives”

of both stations in accord with their respective missions.

Broadcast programing will be also be derived from our twenty-six-year tradition of providing cultural,
educational, and inspirational programs to seniors and their families through offerings to members of
the residential community, the Community Center, and the greater Northshore community. In addition
to providing a classical music program format, Christwood envisions the addition of educational
programming to include interviews with local and regional health care leaders, historians, writers,
musicians, multimedia artists and chefs.

The Evolution
of the Atrium Gallery

There were no scheduled exhibitions in Christwood’s Atrium during
the pandemic — for a period of more than two years. It was dormant
to the residents and to members of the surrounding community for
the first time since its inaugural exhibit in 2012. But there was frenetic
activity behind the scenes. It was a period of gestation and of growth.

“The focus began to change — the vision for what the gallery could be evolved, said Ann Loomis,
the gallery’s curator. “We turned inward. We took stock of where we had been. We did research. We
brainstormed. We looked at other galleries developed by other communities such as ours, and we
explored the concept of the arts as a healing element!

"And soon we were looking at everything through this prism. We were not just a gallery now, we were,

and are, a fine arts initiative. Working with our Executive Officer Steve Holzhalb we codified and defined
this initiative with a mission statement: Through the vitality of the creative arts and human connection,
the community is enriched!




With this new vision, the Atrium Gallery became more than a venue. It became an institution. It adopted

acquisition guidelines, established an acquisition fund in the Christwood Foundation and created a board
of directors.

With this new vision and newfound energy, the Atrium Gallery launched a major exhibit displaying dozens
of paintings, watercolors and pastels by 23 regional artists — all meditations on the healing properties of
nature. It was well-attended by residents and members of the surrounding community alike.

The Gallery rounded out the year with two additional exhibits, one featuring nature photography by
three Louisiana photographers, and the second, the Louisiana Watercolor Society’s Annual Juried Exhibit.

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The Christwood community has a history of reinvesting in its future. A significant remodel of the
independent living quarters was completed in 2022. This was in keeping with the community’s goal of
offering concierge living to more than 250 residents, with access to resort-style amenities, convenient
services and access to quality healthcare.

With a wider view of preparing for the future, the Board of Directors assembled a Master Plan Task Force,
with the objective of updating the Master Plan, which had last been updated in 2012. The Task Force
consisted of Board members, members of the staff, management company members and Greenbriar
Development Company members.

The team reviewed the history of Christwood's growth from 2007 to 2019 and conducted on-site visits,
charrettes with staff, residents, Board members, prospective members, and Community Center members.
From this intensive research and planning, the task force developed as preliminary land-use study that
supports the Christwood mission.

Updates to the plan include a comprehensive review of the current campus and plans for future use
of the 60 adjacent undeveloped acres that Christwood has owned since 2012.

THE SPIRIT OF CHRISTWOOD



Under consideration is the possible addition of 80 new independent apartment homes and cottages,
new common space for community activities, pickleball courts, an ancillary clubhouse, bocce ball and
croquet courts.

To meet the growing interest in pickleball, Christwood is exploring the addition of a pickleball facility
featuring indoor and outdoor courts. The facility is envisioned to complement the Community Center’s
indoor heated pool and other senior fitness offerings on campus.

Also under consideration is a new health center, which would offer personal care services for individuals
including assisted living or skilled nursing services.
